DURING READING

Say to your child, 'I like the way you...
e.g. sounded out and blended this word,
checked that the letters matched and
corrected yourself.'

'‘Next time I'd like you to.. e.g. Listen
to your reading and go back and read it
again if it doesn't make sense.’

Ask questions about the book e.g. What
happened to the boy? How do you think
he was feeling? Why? Can you retell the
story from the beginning? (Prompt if
necessary, encourage correct sequencing
of events, full sentences and detail.)
