Dear Parents/Carers, 

Manchester Day Parade  
 

Exciting news! For the sixth year running, Oswald Road have been accepted to participate in the 

Manchester Day Parade. This is an amazing experience and we are very lucky to have been chosen 

again. The parade will take place on Sunday 23rd June – details of the actual event to follow nearer 

the time – and as it’s the tenth anniversary of the parade, the theme this year is “10 out of 10”.  

 

We will be in touch with the artists soon and I’m hoping that they will come in and work with the 

children on their costumes. As soon as we have the dates we will let you know as we really appreciate 

the help of parent volunteers for this. 

 

On the day of the parade we will be meeting at Chorlton Metrolink near Morrisons in the morning and 

you will be able to pick your child up from Cathedral Gardens near Urbis after the parade. Details will 

follow at a later date. 

 

We need thirty children from Years 4 and 5 to participate in the parade and will accept on a first come, 

first served basis.  The cost to take part will be £5 per child to cover the cost of materials, however 

they will get to keep their costumes after the event. There may be some simple dress requirements to 

go under the costume such as t-shirt and leggings, but again I will let you know nearer the time. 

Payment can be made online via Parent Pay. If you would prefer to pay with cash, please come to the 

office to collect a barcode, which you’ll be able to take to your local PayPoint to pay with cash. If your 

child is eligible for Pupil Premium, you are entitled to the workshop being funded by school, however 

you will still need to give written consent for your child to take part.
