It is placed at the heart of
our curriculum; we have carefully selected texts
which will ignite children's imagination, inspire their
curiosity and provide a window to the world.

Make predictions from the front cover —
parent/carer to model making a sensible guess
and encourage children to do the same. It
doesn’t matter if your guess isn't right, it's just
about using clues from the pictures.
