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Participant Information Sheet
To What Extent Does Using Art Within English Promote Creative Writing for Pupils with ADHD in KS2?
Invitation to research 
I would like to invite you to take part in my research project.  My name is Alice Jackson, and I am a student on the Primary Education degree programme at Manchester Metropolitan University. My research project has the title, ‘To What Extent Does Using Art Within English Promote Creative Writing for Pupils with ADHD in KS2?’. 
Why have I been invited? 
I have invited you to take part because you have a current/ past role within KS2, and I believe that you are eligible for this research into children with ADHD. In total there will be four participants within this study including yourself, who will all take part in a semi-structured interview individually. 
Do I have to take part? 
It is up to you to decide. I will describe the study and go through the information sheet, which I will give to you. I will then ask you to sign a consent form to show you agreed to take part. You are free to withdraw at any time, without giving a reason.
What will I be asked to do?  
You will only have to participate in one interview where I will ask you a variety of questions around my topic. This is so I can gain an insight into this topic, by you sharing your personal views and experiences. After that, I no longer require input from you. If you would like to have a follow-up of the findings from my research, then please drop an email (my contacts are below). The data will be kept until June 2026, once my research project has been completed. Once it has finished, all data will be disposed of properly. I will be using audio recordings, purely for the conversation to be transcribed and then further analysed and broken down. All data will be stored securely on a password protected/encrypted device to enable full confidentiality and safety. The interviews will take place on Microsoft teams, once I have consent from all participants, a date for this can be discussed.
Are there any risks if I participate?
The interview should only take up 30 minutes of your time, it may take longer depending on whether any technical issues arise. At any point if you feel uncomfortable about being asked a question, you do not have to answer it, and you can leave the study you deem necessary.
Are there any advantages if I participate? 
You will help me to develop my knowledge and experience as a teacher and help me complete my degree.
Informed consent
Please read through this information sheet carefully and if you have any questions, please email me. You will be asked to sign a consent form to show you have agreed to participate. You can stop taking part at any point during the research without giving a reason.
What information about me will you collect and why?
I will be collecting rich, high-quality and detailed qualitative data by using semi-structured interviews with KS2 teachers. This will allow me to form a well-grounded and informed analysis in relation to my research aims rather than measure the outcomes numerically. These interviews will record teacher’s opinions, confidence levels, perceived difficulties, and experiences with ADHD pupils. They will directly relate to the research questions, justifying this method. I will carry out four interviews in total: two from my BA2 placement teachers and two from my BA3 placement teachers. The interviews will be carried out on Microsoft teams. 
How will my information be stored and how will you look after it? 
Only I will have access to your data. My supervisor may support me with the anonymised data. The recording of your interview will be transferred and stored securely on Manchester Metropolitan University’s online system called OneDrive. The original recording will be deleted as soon as it is transferred. This recording will be transcribed within 4 weeks of the interview by myself. Once the transcript has been written up, the recording will be deleted from OneDrive.
All information you share is confidential. This means we will not share this with anyone else. I may use some quotations from the interview in my dissertation. However, I will not use your real name and will exclude any information that could identify you or others.
Consent and demographics forms will be stored in a secure online folder separately to the transcripts. The consent forms will be deleted at the end of my course or by 31 August 2027, whichever is sooner.
When you agree to participate in this research, we will collect from you personally identifiable information. The Manchester Metropolitan University (‘the University’) is the Data Controller in respect of this research and any personal data that you provide as a research participant. The University is registered with the Information Commissioner’s Office (ICO) and manages personal data in accordance with the General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) and the University’s Data Protection Policy.
We collect personal data as part of this research (such as name, age). As a public authority acting in the public interest, we rely upon the ‘public task’ lawful basis. When we collect special category data (such as medical information or ethnicity) we rely upon the research and archiving purposes in the public interest lawful basis. Your rights to access, change or move your information are limited, as we need to manage your information in specific ways in order for the research to be reliable and accurate. If you withdraw from the study, we will keep the information about you that we have already obtained. Your contributions in the focus group transcript will be retained for contextual information but will be excluded from analysis and any publications.
We will not share your personal data collected in this form with any third parties. We will only retain your personal data for as long as is necessary to achieve the research purpose.

How will you use my information?
I will conduct a thematic analysis of the anonymised data to help me answer my research questions.
Will my data be sent anywhere else, or shared with other people or organisations?
Your data will not be shared with anyone else. However, I will share the findings of my research with your school if deemed applicable. 
When will you destroy my information?
Your information will be destroyed at the end of my course or by August 31st 2027, whichever is sooner.
Data Protection Law 
Data protection legislation requires that we state the ‘legal basis’ for processing information about you. In the case of research, this is ‘a task in the public interest.’ If we use more sensitive information about you, such as information about your health, religion, or ethnicity (called ‘special category’ information), our basis lies in research in the public interest. Manchester Metropolitan is the Controller for this information and is responsible for looking after your data and using it in line with the requirements of the data protection legislation applicable in the UK.
You have the right to make choices about your information under the data protection legislation, such as the right of access and the right to object, although in some circumstances these rights are not absolute. If you have any questions, or would like to exercise these rights, please contact the researcher or the University Data Protection Officer using the details below. 
[bookmark: _Int_aNLd9GFn]You can stop being a part of the study at any time, without giving a reason. You can ask us to delete your data at any time, but it might not always be possible. If you ask us to delete information before the end of my course or 31 August 2025, whichever is sooner, we will make sure this is done. If you ask us to delete data after this point, we might not be able to. If your data is anonymised, we will not be able to withdraw it, because we will not know which data is yours.
What will happen to the results of the research study? 
I will write up the research for my dissertation.
Who has reviewed this research project?
As part of the process of ethical approval, this research may also be reviewed by members of the university ethics committee and by the unit leaders, as well as external examiners during annual programme reviews.
